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Program Overview 
 
Schools compete with each other for the highest accumulation of points and earn cash rewards.  
Participating schools earn points by shopping at Oakwood Center and submitting receipts to their 
school coordinator.  Each dollar spent at the mall earns the participating school on point.  Receipts will 
be rounded to the next whole dollar at .51 cents.   There will be opportunities to earn double or triple 
points which will include double point retailers and double/triple point shopping days. 
 
Each participating school will sign a contract to be eligible for the rewards program.  The contract will 
promote honesty and accountability by all schools and their coordinators.
